Der Schullehrplan Englisch zeigt, mit welchen Unterrichtsinhalten sich die Lernenden schwerpunktmassig auseinandersetzen. Informationsziele und
detaillierte Angaben Uber die Inhalte finden Sie im Kantonalen Lehrplan fir die Berufsmaturitat vom 1.1.2015.

3. Mehrwert und Zusatznutzen BM

Die behandelten Stoffgebiete der kaufmannischen Grundbildung E-Profil auf Niveau B1 (geméss Europaischem Referenzrahmen) sind Grundlage flr die
weitere Vertiefung (in der Grammatik z.B. Bedingungssatze, indirekte Rede) und Erarbeitung von neuen Themen (v.a. im Bereich Literatur & Kultur) auf
Niveau B2. Dabei liegt der Fokus auf einer Auseinandersetzung mit einem breiten, komplexeren Themenspektrum, bei dem v.a. die allgemeine Fremdsprache
erweitert wird und der Businessaspekt in den Hintergrund tritt. Ziel ist eine spontane und fliessende Verstandigung, so dass ein normales Gesprach mit
Muttersprachlern ohne gréssere Anstrengung gut méglich ist. Damit schaffen wir lickenlose Schnittstellen zu den Anforderungen, wie sie im Anschluss in den
weiterflihrenden Fachhochschulen gestellt werden. Hierzu einige wichtige Grundsétze, zitiert aus dem kantonalen RLP:

,Im Fremdsprachenunterricht gilt der Grundsatz der integrierten Kompetenzen. Die Unterrichtseinheiten zeichnen sich dadurch aus, dass sich Lerngebiete
gegenseitig durchdringen und dass mehrere Kompetenzen ineinandergreifen. Eines der Lerngebiete ist der interkulturellen Verstandigung und der Kultur
gewidmet, wobei neben Literatur und anderen Kiinsten auch Wissenschaft, Technik, Wirtschaft und Politik in ihren kulturellen Aspekten betrachtet werden. Im
Typ Wirtschaft [ ... ] nimmt die Beschéftigung mit literarischen und anderen kiinstlerischen Ausdrucksformen entsprechend der héheren Lektionenzahl einen
breiteren Raum ein. [ ... ] Am Ende des Berufsmaturitatsunterrichts verfligen die Lernenden Uber Mindestkompetenzen im Bereich des Niveaus B2 (vgl.
kantonaler RLP Kapitel 1.1.2)"

4. Lehrmittel:
Die Fachschaft Englisch arbeitet verbindlich mit den folgenden Lehrmitteln: ,Ready for FCE with/without key‘ by R. Norris (Macmillan) oder ‘Straight to First
with/without key’ (Macmillan) und ,Language Practice for First with key‘ by M. Vince (Macmillan).

5. Prifungen:

In einigen Semestern gibt es zwingende Prifungsarten durchzufihren. Siehe dazu die Semesterstoffplane. Sonst finden die Prifungen nach Angaben der
Lehrperson statt. Wie in den anderen Fachern gilt die Regel 'Anzahl Unterrichtsstunden + 1', d.h. mind. 3 Prifungstermine pro Semester sind einzuhalten,
idealerweise werden dabei die folgenden Teilgebiete gepriift: Grammatik / Vokabular; Textproduktion; Lese- und Horverstehen; Sprechen.
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6. ‘Lerninsel’ 3 — Die Firma wird im zweiten Semester vorgestellt. Der Inhalt dazu kann im Selbststudium oder in der Klasse erarbeitet werden (analog zur
Franzdsischfachschaft). Die Lehrperson Uberprft, ob die Inhalte des Modules verstanden wurde (mindlich oder schriftlich).

Die Inhalte zum Abschluss EFZ werden mdglichst zeitnah an den Abschlussprifungen, d.h. im 6. Semester repetiert.

7. Vokabular:

7.1.  Die Lehrperson entscheidet, wann welche Units im Coursebook gelernt werden sollen.

7.2.  Wichtig ist, dass neben dem Coursebook-Vokabular zwingend zusatzliche Vokabularfelder gelernt werden missen. Daher missen mdglichst viele
Vokabular-Units in Michael Vinces ,Language Practice for First“ durchgearbeitet werden.

7.3. Hinzu kommen die gelaufigsten Phrasal Verbs und Fixed Phrases. Auch hierzu eignet sich Vince sehr gut als Lehrmittel.

8. Anzahl Lektionen: Total 240 Lektionen. 65 Lektionen Kultur und Literatur sowie 175 Lektionen Spracherwerb.

9. In den Semestern 1 -5 liegt der Fokus auf dem Spracherwerb und der Vorbereitung auf das FCE/BMP. Die intensive FCE-Vorbereitung wird in den FSA
ausgelagert. Ziel ist, dass die Lernenden das FCE im Dezember des 5. Semesters ablegen.

10. Das 6. Semester besteht hauptsachlich aus Literaturunterricht. Es miissen zwingend bestimmte Inhalte durchgenommen werden (siehe Stoffplan des 6.
Semesters).

Renaissance (Shakespeare)
Gothic Period
Romantic Period
Victorian Period
Twentieth Century Literature
Contemporary Literature
